Please
check the expected graduation date. Students will NOT be accepted as
exchange students after they graduate from their home university. In the
event that the graduation date changes due to unforeseen circumstances
and students graduate from their home university before the end of the

exchange, the exchange will terminate according to the graduation date.

Student Exchange Category

For our exchange program, there are two categories that students can register. Once students have
selected the categories in their application, they cannot be changed. The two categories are shown

below. Please consider carefully before selection.

@Special Auditing Student : This refers to students who want to attend classes and earn credits.

They must take at least 14 credits per semester. Transcripts with course results will be issued.
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@Special Research Student(Master’s/Doctoral students only): This refers to students who want to
conduct research activities based on their own theme only. In principle, these students cannot attend
courses offered in the undergraduate and graduate schools. If they attend courses, credits and grades

will NOT be given. Transcripts with course results will NOT be issued.

ation The Letter of Recommendation must be written in English or

Japanese by the student's academic advisor at their home

university. Documents prepared by administrative staff cannot be

accepted.

Language Proficiency

Certification

If students wish to study in English, scores must be submitted in
English. If students wish to study in Japanese, scores must be
submitted in Japanese. If students are unable to submit the

certificate, they will need to ask their academic supervisor at their
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home university to prepare a document stating that they have
sufficient English and/or Japanese language proficiency to take

classes at Kyushu University. Documents prepared by

administrative staff cannot be accepted.
